Verbs in group 1 change their forms based by “aiueo”.

Please memorize “aiueo” to make verb’s forms of group 1.

“A” has gone somewhere.
If you can't find “a”,
many “me(eyes)” will fall from the sky.

How strange, frightening and amazing.
Let's go and look for “a”. When you find “a”,

many “ame(raindrops)” will fall from the sky.

“I” has gone somewhere.
If you can't find “i”,
many “ka(mosquitoes)” will be in the pot.

How strange, frightening and amazing.
Let's go and look for “i”.

When you find “i”, you can eat “kai(shellfish)”.

“U” has gone somewhere.
If you can't find “u”,
many children will be riding “koma(tops)”.

How strange, frightening and amazing.
Let's go and look for “u”

When you find “u”, children will ride on “kouma(ponies)”.

“E” has gone somewhere.
If you can't find “e”,
the train will stop on “Ki(a tree)”.

How strange, frightening and amazing.
Let’s go and look for “e”.

When you find “e”, the train will stop at “eki(the station)”.

If you can't find “0”,
“Kami(a piece of paper)” will chase the red hooded girl.
